can damage the element.

» Avoid putting pressure on the switch part when inserting the left grip heater. There is a possibility that the switch
part will break. Also, install so that there is no gap with the switch holder.

« If the grip gets stuck halfway during installation, apply isopropyl alcohol to the gap between the grip heater. Do not
try to remove the grip heater using force or a screwdriver, etc. Damage to the grip heater wire can result.
* Do not touch the left handlebar and turn on the heater switch at least one hour after attachment.

NOTE:

» Refer to this manual and the Accessory socket Installation Instructions when the motorcycle is equipped with the Accessory

socket.

Disconnect the throttle cable from the right grip as instructed in the motorcycle’s Service Manual.

For secure adhesion of the grip heaters use the recommended adhesive agent (Honda Bond A) or equivalent.

Be sure to open and close the throttle to check for smooth operation after installation of the right grip heater.

Reinstall the removed parts on the motorcycle and make sure that the wires and harnesses are not pinched.

Disconnect the negative (-) cable from the battery before installing this accessory.

The memories of the clock will be erased when you disconnect the battery. Reset the memories after reconnecting the bat-

tery.

» Cut the wire tie and clip band at 5 mm from the lock part after attaching them to the wire harnesses. Do not allow the cut part
of the wire tie and clip band to interfere with another harness or brake hose.

» After handle grip heater installation, check the lights (e.g. right / left turn signal lights and brake lights) for proper operation.

. Battery inspection:
Refer to the Service Manual and inspect the battery.

. Check whether wires and cables (terminals and connectors) are connected securely.

. Grip heater inspection:
Check for resistance between the terminals.

®» Standard:
Right : 8.2 ohms +/- 10%
Left :8.2 ohms +/- 10%

. Heater harness inspection:

Check for continuity.

. If no abnormality is found after the above checks 2, 3, and 4, but the grip heater still does not operate properly, replace the grip
heater with a new one.

It is hard to check the switch with ordinary inspection methods (for continuity, voltage, etc.) because it contains an integrated
circuit.
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
