radiator, etc., to cool before installing the accessory.

* Heat the bonding surfaces with a hair dryer if the
ambient air temperature is below 70°F (21°C).

* The adhesive reaches full strength in 72 hours. Wait
at least 24 hours before riding your motorcycle.

¢ Disconnect the negative (-) cable from the battery
before installing this accessory.

e The memory of the clock will be erased when
you disconnect the battery. Reset the clock after
reconnecting the battery.

* Reinstall the removed parts on the motorcycle and
make sure that the wires and harnesses are not
pinched.
